The Kenosha Running Club is awarding two scholarships of $2,500 each,
exclusively for one male and one female Kenosha County high school
runner.

ELIGIBILITY

Any Kenosha County students who will be enrolled in an accredited
college or university in the fall of 2026 may apply. The applicant must have
participated in Cross Country or Track, have won an athletic letter in Cross
Country or Track, have a GPA of 2.5 or higher based on a 4.0 scale and
have at least two letters of recommendation from a coach, teacher,
principal or employer. An academic transcript must be provided. An ACT or
SAT score sheet is optional.

FINANCIAL DATA

The scholarship is a one-time $2,500 award to be used for tuition, fees,
and college residential costs at an accredited college or university and will
be issued directly to the university. Only runners who will not receive a full
ride scholarship may apply.

Applications may be obtained from guidance offices, a coach, or by going
to www.kenosharunningclub.org. Completed applications must be
submitted by April 27". Applications and questions can be sent to
kenosharunningclub@gmail.com. Winners will be announced at the
Kenosha County Track Meet on May 5, 2026 before the running events
begin.
